SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

        
1.0
Rules

1.1 The event will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing [RSS], the prescriptions of the ISA and the rules of the Irish 420 Class Association, except as any of these are changed by these Sailing Instructions [SIs].

1.2 This is a helms event and the event is designated Category C.

1.3 This is an Irish 420 Class Ranking Event.

2.0 
Conditions of Entry

2.1       The event is open to members of any International 420 Class Association. Only members of the Irish International 420 Class Association, who have Ireland as their normal place of sailing and are current members of  the ISA will be eligible for inclusion in the National Championship.  Races are to be sailed under the class rules of the Irish 420 Class Association. Eligible boats may be entered by completing registration with organising authorities. Eligibility requirements are the same for both helms and crew. 

2.2 Competitors are reminded that no individual or body involved in the organisation of this event accepts any liability for injury or damage. Each helm must sign a declaration that his/her boat is covered by a policy of Third Party Indemnity Insurance of not less than 1,000,000 EURO. 

       
Entries are accepted on the basis that in no circumstances will any liability for injury to person(s) or property attach to the Officers, Trustees, Committee or Members of the 420 Class Association, and Howth Yacht Club.

All competitors will be automatically members of the host club for the duration of the event and shall be subject to the rules of the club.

3.0
Notices to Competitors

3.1     
Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board of the host club.

3.2
Helms may not change crews during the Championship. The Class scrutineer may make exceptions on medical or compassionate grounds.

3.3 Juniors must be under 18 as at the 1st. January 2002(born 1984 or since). Helm & crew must fulfil this age criteria.

3.4
The “Tacktick” compass or similar electronic compass will not be permitted for the 2002 season.

3.5 
Equipment (i.e. foils, spars, and sails) shall not be changed between races except in the case of damage, and then only with the approval of the Race Officer. In such cases, the Class Scrutineer for the Trials will inspect the damaged equipment.

4.0 
Alterations to sailing instructions 

4.1
Any alteration to the SIs will be posted on the Official Notice Board for the event in the host club, not later than 60 minutes prior to the scheduled start of the first race on the day it will take effect. Except that any change in the schedule of races will be posted by 1900hrs on the day before it will take effect.  

It is the sole responsibility of each competitor to ensure that they have appraised themselves of any such alterations. 

5.0 Signals made ashore

5.1
Signals made ashore shall be made on the host club Flagpole.

5.2 
Flag AP with two sound signals (one sound signal when lowered) means “The race is postponed.”  The warning signal will be made afloat not less than 30 minutes after the AP is lowered ashore.

5.3 Flag B fully hoisted with one sound signal means “Protest Time has begun.”  When lowered half way, it means, “there is less than 30 minutes remaining before protest time ends.”  When lowered, it means 
“Protest time has ended.”

The Principal Race Officer may postpone, abandon or restart races but may not cancel or re- schedule them. The Organising Committee may re-schedule races or cancel them but only in accordance with RRS 32.

Class Flags

7.1
The Class Flag will be the “420 Class Association Flag”.

8.0 Courses
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8.1
The course to be sailed will be a trapezoid as displayed in the accompanying diagram. 

9.0
Marks

9.1
The starting and finishing marks will be black inflatable. Marks 1,2,3 and 4 will be orange

inflatable. The race area will be North West of Howth harbour.

10.0
Starting

10.1 The starting line shall be between the Red and White pole of the committee boat and an outer distance mark (Black inflatable). If an inner limit buoy is laid off the committee boat, no boat may pass between the inner limit buoy and the committee boat at any time.

10.2
Starts shall be in accordance with RRS 26 

10.6 Failure of the Race Officer to identify all premature starters will not be grounds for seeking redress. 


10.7 A boat attempting to start later than 5 minutes after her starting signal will be deemed to have retired.

11.0 
The Finish

The finishing line, unless shortened, will be between a red and white pole or mast on the finishing boat displaying a Blue flag and the nearby mark and will be upwind of Mark 4.


12.0 
Time Limit 

12.1
The time limit will be 90 minutes.

12.2  Boats failing to finish within 20 minutes of the first boat finishes will be scored Did Not Finish.  This changes rule 35.

12.3 The Race Officer may abandon a race in which it takes the leading boat more than 20 minutes to complete any leg of the course.

12.4 A minimum of four legs must be sailed to constitute a race.

13.0 
Retirement


A boat, which retires from a race, shall inform the committee boat or a rescue boat as soon as possible.


14.0 
Protests

14.1  Protests and redress shall be written on forms available at the race office and delivered there within 60 minutes, from the time of the last boat’s finish in the last race of that day. 

14.2  Sailors shall notify the Committee Boat of their intention to protest on 

completion of the race.


14.3 
Protests will be heard as soon as possible after racing each day.

15.0 
Scoring System

15.1  The low point scoring system in accordance with ISAF RRS Appendix A4.1 shall apply, except 1st place in each race shall score 0.75 points. 

15.2 Eight races are scheduled, of which four races shall be completed to 

constitute a series.

15.3  RRS Appendix A2 is modified so that each boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores, with her worst score discarded if five races have been completed. 

15.4  Ties will be in accordance with RRS Appendix A7 & A8.
