RULES AND ELIGIBILITY

2.1
Races will be sailed under the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the prescriptions of the I.S.A., the rules of each class concerned and this Notice of Race except as modified by the sailing Instructions and any amendments thereto.

2.2
The series will be a Category A event, except 1720 which will be Category C.

2.3
Entries are accepted at the sole discretion of the Race Committee.

2.4
Eligible Boats are those in the Classes which comply with the relevant handicapping system, rules and the entry requirements.

2.5
The Organising Committee reserves the right to refuse an entry to the series if in it's opinion there is a conflict between the competitor’s sponsor and the event sponsor.

2.6
Puppeteers shall, at all times, carry an outboard engine, of at least 4hp, mounted on a bracket on the transom of the yacht.

2.7
It is strongly recommended that all boats carry VHF Radios.

ENTRIES

5.1
Entries shall be made on the attached form including the entry fees specified on the entry form, and accompanied by a copy of the current IRC certificate where relevant.

5.2
Entries will be accepted for the full series only: boats may not enter for individual races.

5.3
The closing date for entries will be Wed. 11th September 2002.

5.4
Cruiser Class entries are automatically eligible for the ECHO handicap division provided that the boat is included on the I.S.A. ECHO list.

6.
LATE ENTRIES

6.1
Entries received after the 11th September, 2002 will be accepted only at the discretion of the Race Committee and upon payment of an additional late entry fee of €20

7.
PENALTIES FOR BREAKING RULES OF PART 2

7.1
RRS 44. 1: "Taking a penalty" and RRS 44.2: "720 degree Turns penalty" shall apply.

8.
RESPONSIBILITY

8.1
Attention is drawn to RRS Fundamental Rule 3: "Acceptance of the Rules" and RRS Fundamental Rule 4 "Decision to Race."

9.
SAIL NUMBERS

9.1
Each boat shall show a distinguishing number on its spinnaker and on each side of the mainsail, which shall be the same number as declared on the Entry Form. Where relevant the same number shall be shown on the genoa. Should a boat wish to change its sail number from that on the Entry Form, written notice shall be given to the Race Officer before the Warning Signal of the particular race concerned. Failure to comply with this requirement shall result in the boat's disqualification, RRS Rule 63.1 is accordingly amended by this Sailing Instruction.

9.2
Cruiser Classes (0,1, 2, and 3) shall fly the relevant class numeral pennant from the backstay. Any boat not doing so shall be disqualified. RRS 63.1 is accordingly amended by this Sailing Instruction.

10.
HANDICAPS


The following Handicap Data will be used in this Event.

10.1
Cruiser Classes: Boats will race under IRC Handicap System and ECHO Handicap System, which may be modified by the Race Committee.

10.2
Cruiser Classes will be divided on the basis of their handicap as follows:



Cruiser 0
IRC 1.026 and above



Cruiser 1
IRC 1.025  -  0.970



Cruiser 2
IRC 0.969  -  0.907



Cruiser 3
IRC 0.906 and below

10.3
There will be no crew limitations under IRC and cushions may be removed.

10.4
For ECHO handicap, any change in the normal helm shall be notified on the Entry Form in the Space provided.

10.5
Classic: Cruiser Class 2 boats shall qualify for Classic division based on IRC Series Date of 1989 or earlier and Hull Factor of 8.5 or lower.

10.6
One Design: Current Handicap as notified by Class Captain. Any change in Helm must be notified and Handicap may be adjusted.

10.7
There may be updating of handicaps during the series, as follows: -


(a)
IRC as declared at the start of the series will remain in force for the series.


(b)
Revision of ECHO/One Design Handicap on the basis of different helm or crew.


(c)
ECHO/One Design Handicaps may be revised during the series at the discretion of the committee.

11.
PRIZES

11.1
Daily prizes will be awarded to the winner of each division in each class and will be presented as soon as possible after racing on the following week. Overall Prizes will be awarded on the basis of number of entries as follows:


2 boats = lst, 5 boats = 2nd, 8 boats = 3rd, 11 or more boats = 4th.

11.2
A One Design boat may not win a scratch and handicap prize in the same race or overall series. The scratch race/series result shall take precedence.

11.3
Boats competing in both IRC and Classic in the same race shall not be eligible to win two prizes and the higher placing shall take precedence.

11.4
The Heineken Trophy, which is perpetual, will be awarded to the boat that wins its class by the greatest margin of points over the second placed boat. For Cruiser Classes it shall be based on IRC, for One Design on Scratch and by multiplying its score by the average number of starters in its class. The boat with the highest score will be the winner.

11.5
Nissan Team Trophy


This prize shall be for teams of 3 boats, which are racing under IRC/Scratch handicaps. Any combination of boats from any IRC and or Scratch Division is acceptable providing boats are not from the same class. No boat shall be a member of more than one team. The combined scores of the 3 boats shall apply and the winning team will be that with the lowest number of cumulative points. Competitors should advise the Race Office in writing of their teams prior to 0930 on Sunday 15th September 2002.
