1. ORGANISING AUTHORITY

RULES
2.1 The event shall be sailed under the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the Prescriptions of the ISA, the IR2001 Rules Part 1, 2 and 5, this Notice of Race, except as modified by the Sailing Instructions and any amendments thereto.

2.2 This event is classified as a Category A event.

2.3 The organisers reserve the right to conduct measurement and safety checks.

3.
ELIGIBILITY

3.1 The organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry and/or to ask all or any yacht to complete further undertakings or declarations before accepting an entry.

3.2 Racing will be provided under both IRC (.901 to .970) and ECHO.

4. PROGRAMME OF RACE

5. ENTRIES
Entries shall be made on the attached form.

* Entries after 2nd August will only be accepted at the discretion of the Race Committee.

6. SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS
6.1 The Warning Signal will be at 1900 on Friday and at 1000 on Saturday and Sunday.

6.2 Attention is drawn to RRS Fundamental Rule 3: “Acceptance of the Rules” and RRS Fundamental Rule 4: “Decision to Race”.

6.3 Races will be sailed in the waters off Howth Harbour.

7. RESPONSIBILITY AND INSURANCE
7.1 The safety of a yacht and its entire management, including insurance, shall be the inescapable responsibility of the owner/skipper. The organisers shall not be liable for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, howsoever caused, to the owner, skipper or crew as a result of their taking part in the series. Every owner warrants the suitability of his yacht for the series.

7.2 Yachts shall carry insurance protection for third party and passenger liabilities of not less than €1,250,000

8.
HANDICAP CERTIFICATES
8.1 Yachts shall submit copies of their IRC and/or ECHO rating certificates with the entry form. Any subsequent changes or modifications to rating certificates shall be notified to the Race Committee. No alteration in a yacht’s TCF will be permitted after 1700 on Friday 2nd August 2002 except as a result of a rating protest, to correct Rating Office errors or as a result of a yacht’s TCF being increased.

8.2 Modifying IRC Rule 27.4.1, the maximum number of crew which may be carried by each yacht shall be the maximum crew number printed on the yacht’s certificate PLUS 1 (this variation applies also to a yacht rated as one design). There shall be no restriction on crew changes between races. Children aged 14 and under will not count towards the maximum number of crew.

8.3 Registration will be at Howth Yacht Club as follows:

8.4 Sailing Instructions will be posted to all yachts whose entry is received by 27th July 2002, with the exception of Howth Yacht Club members. They will also be available at registration.

9. VHF COMMUNICATIONS
The Race Committee will normally announce individual and general recalls on VHF Channel 72. This channel is purely for the Race Committee to communicate with competitors and only in the case of emergency may competitors communicate on this channel. Under no circumstances whatsoever may a communication on Channel 72 be used as the basis for a claim for redress.

SCORING AND PRIZES
10.1 Scoring shall be in accordance with RRS Appendix A – Scoring, Low Point System.

10.2 There will be one discard, which will come into effect when all five races have been completed.

10.3 Prizes will be awarded as follows:

· Daily prizes for IRC and ECHO divisions.

· Overall prizes for IRC and ECHO divisions.

11 MARINA BERTHS
11.1 The allocation of marina berths to visitors will be in the order that entries are received and the availability of suitably sized berths.

11.2 Howth Yacht Club cannot guarantee a specific berth.

11.3 Yachts using the marina (whether in a berth or rafted) or club moorings do so entirely at their own risk and Howth Yacht Club shall not be liable for any damage or injury no matter how caused.
