 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
1.
General

The Championship will be sailed under the burgee of Howth Yacht Club and will be governed by the current Racing Rules of Sailing and the rules of The Shipman Association, these Sailing Instructions and any amendments thereto.

2.
Conditions of Entry

(i)
Entry is open to all Shipman 28 yachts which are currently listed among the paid up, full members of The Shipman Association.

(ii) Entry is conditional upon compliance with the Declarations and Acknowledgements contained in the Championship "Entry Form and Declaration" by all competitors.

(iii) Registration will take place at Howth Yacht Club from 0900 hrs to 15 minutes after the end of the pre-race briefing.

3.
Races

The Championship shall comprise four races (with one discard), and one or more races shall be sufficient to provide a result. If only three (or a lesser number than three) races are completed there will be no discard unless the Race Committee decides otherwise.  The races are scheduled (subject to Section 9 hereof) to start at the times indicated on page three.

           Starting Time Limit - A yacht shall not start later than 15 minutes after her valid

           starting signal.

4.
Courses
All courses will be advised at the briefing in Howth Yacht Club at 9.30 am approximately. The first race each day will be as per the course card provided.  Instructions for use are shown on the card. The second race each day will, weather conditions permitting, be a windward-leeward course, which is described below
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Start 1-2-3-1-2-3 etc. as per the number of rounds displayed on the flagship board.  All marks are to be rounded to Port.  Marks 1 & 3 will be inflatable marks. Mark 2 will be a small mark laid approx. 100 metres to port of Mark1.

On the first leg Mark 3, if laid, shall not be a mark of the course.

On the final leg Mark 1 shall not be a mark of the course.

5.
Starting and finishing lines
(a) The Starting line shall be between the red and white pole on the Free Enterprise or on the mast of a Committee vessel flying an orange flag and an outer distance mark (orange buoy), which shall be left to port when starting.

(b) The Finishing Line shall be between the red and white pole on the Free Enterprise or the mast of a Committee vessel displaying a blue flag and an orange buoy unless the course is shortened at one of the course marks. 

(c)
Any yacht, which re-crosses the Finishing Line, having finished, shall be disqualified unless there is some unavoidable reason or emergency causing such a manoeuvre, R.R.S. 63.1 and 64.1 are amended accordingly.

6.
Starting Procedure

Starting will be started using rule 26. Times shall be taken from the visual signals: the failure of a sound signal shall be disregarded.

7.
General Recall

A general recall is indicated by two sound signals and the hoisting of the first substitute and a new warning signal will be made one minute after this signal is lowered and R.R.S. 29.3 shall be deemed to be construed accordingly.

8.
Time Limits


The time limit for the first yacht to cross the finishing line is Two and a half hours after the start. All other yachts must finish within 30 minutes of the first boat to cross the line or within the two and a half hour time limit, whichever is the later. 

9.
Changes in Sailing Instructions
The Race Committee reserves the right to postpone, re-arrange or cancel a race or races and to make changes in starting times and arrangements generally in connection with the Championship and racing, and such changes if any shall be the subject of information to be given at pre-race briefings. 

10.
Protests

The Protest Flag will be Code Flag “B” or alternatively a red rectangular flag.  The Race Officer must be advised of intention to protest as soon as practicable after the protesting boat has finished.  The protested boat must be informed of the protest.

The written protest shall be made on I.S.A. Protest Forms available at the Race Office at H.Y.C. and must be handed into the Race Office or to the Race Officer within two hours of the finishing time of the last race of the day.

Protest hearings will be arranged by the Race Committee at the earliest opportunity after receipt of the Protest Form.  Hearings will be at Howth Yacht Club.

11.
Helming

In the interest of The Shipman Association and the 2002 Irish Shipman Championship an owner, or part owner shall generally helm his/their own yacht.  In any event, the helm must be a regular helm of the yacht in the current season and a Member of the Shipman Association.

12.
Crew

The Crew on each yacht shall consist of the team which normally crew that yacht at club level or crew of equivalent skill and experience.

13.
Sail Numbers

All yachts must sail with their correct sail numbers. Exemption from this Rule may be given, but entirely at the discretion of the Race Committee and provided the Principal Race Officer is informed before the relevant race or races. 

14.
Shipman Burgee

All competitors must fly the Shipman Burgee while racing save where the Principal Race Officer decides otherwise.  Any yacht manoeuvring in the start area five minutes before the start, which is not flying the Shipman Burgee, shall be classed as a non-starter.  Burgee must be flown on the backstay.

15.
Retiring

Competitors who retire from any race shall make every effort to notify the Officer of the Day as soon as possible (Channel 73 may be used).

16.
Radio

Those competitors whose yachts are fitted with a working VHF Radio should maintain a watch on Channel 73 during races. The Race Committee will operate on Channel 73 when communicating with competitors.  Failure to receive any communication by radio shall not be deemed grounds for redress, as it is supplemental to the flag signals.

17.       Scoring

1 point for first place: 2 points for second place: 3 points for third place.             (Et cetera)


Appendix “A” 4.2 is changed as follows: A yacht which starts but does not finish for a reason other than the breach of a Rule and including one which breaks a Rule but retires within a reasonable time shall score points equal to the number of yachts which started the race.  The same shall apply to a yacht breaking a Rule at or near the Finishing Line, provided that the Principal Race Officer is notified of the retirement as soon as possible, and to a yacht which starts prematurely.


A yacht, which breaks a Rule but does not retire promptly or one, which is disqualified shall score 5 points more than the number of yachts that started the race.


A yacht, which does not start, shall score points equal to the number of entries for the series.

18.
The Irish Shipman Championship, AND Shipman Handicap Race Series are run on the following basis:


1.
The Irish Shipman Championship will be run on a Scratch basis.


2.
All yachts competing will also be eligible for the Handicap Series run concurrently with the Championship and separate prizes will be awarded for Handicap results.  For that purpose the handicapping system shall in general apply as fixed by the Race Committee and Handicapper.  The Shipman Race Committee and Handicapper reserve the right to fix (and adjust) appropriate handicaps before and during the Championship. The fixing and adjustment of handicaps generally shall be in the sole discretion of the Committee and the Handicapper.  A boat may not win a Scratch and Handicap prize in the same series.  The Scratch series shall take precedence.

19.
Competitors' responsibility and safety

The attention of entrants and their crews is called to fundamental Rules 3 and 4 of the R.R.S. the provisions of the Entry Form and Declaration for the Championship including the provisions therein regarding adequate safety equipment and appropriate insurance.  Further, the Championship is held on the basis that all concerned including owners, part owners, helmsmen and crew also accept the Declaration provisions generally and the provisions as to risks and weather conditions including the following: -


(a)
Competitors sail and compete entirely at their own risk.   The Shipman Association, Howth Yacht Club and the Committee, Organisers, and Race Officers and their Representatives disclaim all liability and shall not be liable in any way whatever in the event of any claim for any accident or other event whatever giving rise to a claim irrespective of the cause or causes thereof.  All yachts shall carry suitable insurance including cover for racing risks.


(b)
It is the sole responsibility of owner/helmsman to decide whether or not to sail or to continue to sail irrespective of weather conditions.


(c)
The attention of all competitors is also drawn to the current I.S.A.  Safety Guidelines and competing yachts shall comply with Part 2 Section (i) of the Guidelines.

20.
Race Committee

The Race Committee shall comprise the Principal Race Officer, the Assistant O.O.D., the Protest Committee Convenor and its quorum for Meetings shall be 3.  The Race Committee shall be entitled to co-opt an additional member or members not exceeding 3 in number to that Body either generally in relation to the Championship or for a particular purpose such as the hearing of protests provided that no regular or usual helmsman of a competing Shipman yacht who is a member of the Association shall be so co-opted to the Race Committee which shall delegate the adjudication of protests to a sub-committee.
