Notice of Race

This Dinghy Regatta is organised by HYC Events Ltd. Racing will be governed by the current Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), I.S.A. prescriptions, Class Rules, the Sailing Instructions and any amendments thereto.

Entry is open to all dinghy sailors who are members of an I.S.A. affiliated club.

3
The venue is Howth Yacht Club, Howth, Co. Dublin and racing will be held in an area north of Howth Harbour. 

4
There will be racing for the following classes: Optimist, Mirror, Laser (Full, Radial & 4.7), Laser 2, 420 and Pico (1 or 2 handed to start with Laser and Mirror classes respectively).

A special short course for the Optimist Junior Fleet will take place near the West Pier in Howth.

The list of classes is open to other dinghy classes where there are a minimum of five boats once notification has been given to Howth Yacht Club no later than 1200 Wednesday 23 July 2003.

7
Registration will take place in Howth Yacht Club on the morning of the event from 0900. A briefing for competitors will be held not before 1000. 

8
There will be a maximum of 2 races, starting time will be 1100.

9
Scoring shall be generally as per RRS Appendix A Low Point System. There will be no discard. 

10
Prize giving will take place as soon as possible after racing. Trophies to be presented include: ‘The Heron’  for Lasers; the ‘Drisheen Cup’ for Optimists; the ‘Wilkinson Cup’ for Mirrors and the ‘McBride Cup’ for Wooden Optimists.

Hot food will be provided for competitors after racing on the day.

The entry form is available on www.hyc.ie  and at Howth Yacht Club. The Entry Fee shall be €15 for single handed dinghies and €20 for two-handed dinghies. Sailing Instructions will be issued at registration.

Entries should be received by Howth Yacht Club no later than 1200 on Friday 25 July 2003.

All registered participants and their families will be temporary members of Howth Yacht Club for the duration of the event.

Please note that the Irish Open Golf will be taking place in Portmarnock on the same day. Please make the appropriate travel arrangements to ensure that you are not unduly delayed by traffic. For the golfers, there will be TV coverage available in the clubhouse bar.
