1. ORGANISING AUTHORITY

1.1 The 2003 Howth Yacht Club Lambay Races are organised by HYC Events Ltd., Harbour Road, Howth, Co. Dublin.

2. RULES AND ELIGIBILITY

2.1 Races will be sailed under the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the Prescriptions of the I.S.A., the rules of each class concerned and this Notice of Race except as modified by the Sailing Instructions and any amendments thereto.

2.2 Entries are accepted at the sole discretion of the Organising Committee.

2.3 Eligible boats are those in the classes specified in paragraph 3.1.

2.4 The Organising Committee reserves the right to refuse an entry if in its opinion there is a conflict between a competitor’s sponsor and the event sponsor.

2.5 Puppeteer 22s shall at all times carry an outboard engine of at least 4 HP mounted on a bracket on the transom.

2.6 It is strongly recommended that all boats carry VHF radios and keep a listening watch.

5.2 The closing date for entries is 2200 on Wednesday 4th June 2003.

5.3 Entries shall be accompanied by the appropriate entry fee or credit/debit card details, together with a copy of the current IRC certificate, where relevant.

5.4 Classes 0,1,2 & 3 entries are automatically eligible for the ECHO division providing the boat is included in the current ISA ECHO list.

6. LATE ENTRIES

6.1 Entries received after 2200 on Wednesday 4th June 2003 will be accepted at the discretion of the Organising Committee upon payment of an additional fee of €10.

7. RESPONSIBILITY
7.1 Attention is drawn to RRS Fundamental Rule 3, ‘Acceptance of the Rules’ and RRS Fundamental Rule 4, ‘Decision to Race’.

8. SAIL NUMBERS/IDENTIFICATION
8.1 Each boat shall show a distinguishing number on each side of its mainsail and on its spinnaker, which shall be the same number as declared on the Entry Form. Where relevant, the same number shall be shown on the genoa.

8.2 Should a boat wish to change its sail number from that on the Entry Form, written notice shall be given to the Principal Race Officer before the Warning Signal of the race concerned. Failure to comply with this requirement shall result in the boat’s disqualification; RRS 63.1 is accordingly amended. 
8.3 Classes 0, 1, 2, 3, Sigma 33 and First 31.7 shall fly the relevant class numeral pennant/flag from the backstay. Any boat not doing so shall be disqualified; RRS 63.1 is accordingly amended. 
9. HANDICAPS

9.1 The following handicap data shall be used in this event:

TCC values of current certificate

CLASSIC

Class 1 & 2 boats shall qualify for Classic division if they have a series age date of 1990 or earlier and an IRC hull factor of 7.8 or less.

For ECHO handicap, any change in the normal helm shall be notified on the entry form

One Designs

Current handicap as notified by the Class Captain.

10. ECHO/IRC CLASS DIVISIONS
10.1 ECHO/IRC classes will be divided as follows:

Ratings between 0.906 and 0.970
