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NOTICE OF RACE
1. RULES


This Championship and Regatta will be governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2001-2004, the prescriptions of the Irish Sailing Association (I.S.A.) when they apply, the International Optimist Class (I.O.C.) rules, the International Optimist Dinghy Association of Ireland (I.O.D.A.I) and their current rules, this Notice of Race, the Sailing Instructions and any amendments thereto. In the event of any conflict between the Sailing Instructions and the Notice of Race, the Sailing Instructions shall prevail.


The championship is classified as a Category A event.

The Organising Authority may delegate certain responsibilities to an Organising Committee.

3. CONDITIONS OF ENTRY


Entry is open to all sailors born in 1989 or later years. All competitors must be fully paid-up members of the I.S.A. (or their country’s equivalent) and I.O.D.A.I. (or their country’s national class association).


Only boats in possession of a valid measurement certificate shall be eligible to compete in the Main Fleet. A copy of the measurement certificate shall be required at registration. There will be no facility to have hulls, sails or equipment certified at the event. Competitors are urged to ensure that all equipment is measured prior to the event. All competitors’ boats must display the Sponsors’ logo as instructed. The logo will be available at registration.



Measurement certificates are not required for the Regatta Fleet.



The Organising Committee reserves the right to restrict the number of entries.

4. INSURANCE



All sailors must have proof of valid (in date) insurance in accordance with IODAI minimum requirements (€1,300,000) and as stated on Entry Form. This should be available at registration if requested.

5. REGISTRATION

The Sailing Instructions and the Programme will be available at registration and on the Howth Yacht Club web site prior to the event.

6. NUMBER OF RACES


There will be a maximum of 4 races each day, starting time will be 11.00 hrs.

7. ENTRY FEES




The entry fee for the Main Fleet is €120. A discounted rate of €100 can be availed of if paid before July 31st 2004.


The entry fee for the Regatta Fleet is €70. A discounted rate of €50 can be availed of if paid before July 31st 2004.

8. CLUB MEMBERSHIP


All registered participants and their families/friends will be temporary members of HYC for the duration of the event.

9. MAIN FLEET COMPOSITION


The main fleet will consist of three divisions:


a)  Gold (top 30 ranked sailors from 2004 Trials)


b)  Silver (sailors ranked 31 – 60 from 2004 Trials) and


c)  Bronze (all other sailors).

10. REGATTA FLEET


The Regatta event is being organised to accommodate less experienced sailors. The emphasis is on having fun and learning the basics of Optimist racing. It does not form part of the Championships as such. Sailors should be able to sail around an Optimist course in light to moderate conditions. The event is not suitable for those who have no sailing experience.

 11. SPECIAL RULES


All support boats shall be required to register at the Race Office and will be under the control of the Rescue Co-ordinator while in the vicinity of the race area.

12. PRIZE GIVING


The Prize Giving Ceremony will take place at 1600hrs on Saturday 21st August or as soon as possible after that time.


Howth Yacht Club will not provide lunches on the water between races, however food will be available for competitors on coming ashore.
