1. COURSES: 
Depending on venue & conditions: 

Windward - Leeward, Olympic. Committee Boat or Pier starts.

2. SCHEDULE (Howth): 

Racing in Howth (organised by HYC Events Ltd.) will take place on

3. SCHEDULE (Malahide): 
Racing in Broadmeadows, Malahide (organised by MYC) will take place on:
	Sunday 14th  November 2004 - Warning Signal 12:00


4. SCHEDULE (Dun Laoghaire): 
Racing in Dun Laoghaire (organised by NYC) will take place on: 
	Sunday 5th  December 2004 - Warning Signal 12:00


5. RULES:  

Racing will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing, the prescriptions of the ISA, the rules of the Optimist Class Association, the Sailing Instructions and any amendments thereto.  Yachts will not be included in results until a fully completed entry form together with correct entry fee is received.

6. ELIGIBILITY:  
The event is open to all Optimist sailors (defined as those under 15 on the 1st January 2004). Each host club will consider entries from other junior classes. A minimum of four entries is required to give any class a start.  Entry fees are as stated on the Entry Form. 

7. SERIES: 

Results for each day will be posted but it is the combined results at both venues that will make up the Polar series. There will NOT be a separate Regatta fleet.

8. REGISTRATION:  
On each race day, sailing instructions will be available at registration, which will take place in the race office of the host club 90 minutes before the start. 
9. For sailors participating in the full Polar Series, It is necessary for sailors to enter & register at each host yacht club on the day of the race. A separate entry fee is payable on each day at each club.

10. RACE & SCHEDULE: The series is to be comprised of 6 races with a discard after 3 and 6 races. Each organising club reserves the right to adjust the Race Programme / Schedule in exceptional circumstances, adequate notice will be given.

11. PRIZE-GIVING:  
The Prize-giving will take place after racing in the clubhouse of the yacht club hosting the final event. 

12. TEMPORARY MEMBERSHIP: All Competitors are granted temporary membership of the host yacht club on racing days. 

WE REGRET THAT CLUB FACILITIES ARE NOT AVAILABLE TO NON-MEMBER PARTICIPANTS AT ANY OTHER TIME.

	Any sailor deemed to be wearing inadequate clothing may be asked not to launch.

Suitable clothing for sailing is essential. Among the items that all sailors must have are: 

a buoyancy aid, a long wetsuit and kag or preferably a drysuit (in colder weather), a warm hat, gloves, booties, etc.
