RULES AND ELIGIBILITY
2.1
Races will be sailed under the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the Prescriptions of the Irish Sailing Association and this Notice of Race except as modified by the Sailing Instructions and any amendments thereto.

The National Squib Class rules shall apply.

2.3
Entries are accepted at the sole discretion of the Organising Committee.

PROGRAMME OF ACTIVITIES
3.1
Registration will be from 1900 to 2100 on Friday 30th July .


There will be a brief registration period on Saturday 31st July  morning from 0800 to 0830.

3.2
The briefing will be at 2130 on 30th July at Howth Yacht Club.

3.3
Racing Days will be on the 31st July , 1st August and  2nd August.

3.4
The prize giving will be held in Howth Yacht Club as soon as is possible after the racing program has been completed on Monday 2nd August .

SCHEDULE OF RACES
4.1   
Three races are scheduled for Saturday 31st July  with two races for Sunday 1st August and two races on Monday 2nd August.

4.2 
The Warning Signal for the first race each day will be at 1025. The Warning signal(s) for subsequent start(s) will be as soon as possible after the previous race has finished.

4.3    
One discard will be permitted if six or more races are completed. If five or fewer races are completed there shall be no discard.

4.4
Three races shall constitute a Championship.

ENTRIES
5.1
Entries shall be made on the entry form. 
5.2
The entry fee is €75.00

5.3
The closing date for entries shall be 0830 on Saturday 31st July.

6.
SAIL NUMBERS / IDENTIFICATION
6.1
Each boat shall show a distinguishing number on its spinnaker and on each side of its mainsail, which shall be the same number as declared on the Entry Form

6.2
Should a boat wish to change its sail number from that on the Entry Form, written notice shall be given to the Principal Race Officer, and permission received, before the Warning Signal of the particular race concerned. Failure to comply with this requirement shall result in the boat's disqualification; RRS Rule 63.1 is accordingly amended. Permission to sail with a different sail number will only be granted as long as the replacement number is not already being used by another boat in the Championship.

Races will be sailed in the waters North of Howth, starts may be up to four miles North of Howth Harbour.

MARINA BERTHS

Marina berths will be available for competitors, free of charge, from 1200 on Friday 30th July to 1700 on the 2nd August . These will be allocated on arrival and are subject to suitable space availability.

SOCIAL

Entertainment will be provided after racing each evening in the form of a Barbeque on Saturday evening and a dinner in the club restaurant on the Sunday evening 

10.2
Competitors are granted temporary membership of Howth Yacht Club for each race day subject only to the provisions of the Club rules for withdrawing or withholding such membership.

10.3
The attention of all participants is drawn to the car parking regulations in the vicinity of the Club. These are rigidly enforced by the Harbour Authority.

COMMUNICATIONS

Competitors are advised that the Race Officer will communicate with the Fleet on VHF Channel 77. Communications on this channel are for the Race Officer and competitors may only use this channel for communications in the event of an emergency. Communications from the Race Officer are to assist the competitors and shall not be the basis of a claim for redress.
