SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Rules:
The Vice President’s Trophy is sailed under the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), including RRS Appendix D, when not amended hereafter, these sailing instructions and I.O.D.A. Class rules.

2. Entries:
A maximum of four yachts from each club may sail in a race. Each sailor shall sail for the club that they declare for as their first club.

3. Team Identification:
To be specified at the briefing.

4. Format of Competition:
The championship will be sailed either:

(a)  with each team entered sailing one race or match against each other team entered.

OR

(b) in two divisions, with the highest ranked team from each division being promoted to a final at 

which a further race or match against each other will be sailed to declare the winner.  

      The PRO may change the format, terminate or eliminate any round, when conditions do not permit the 

      completion of the intended format.

5. Order of Starting:

Order of starting will be posted on the official notice board and each competitor will receive a copy of the race schedule at registration.  The order of start for the next flight may be verbally notified as soon as all teams have finished the previous flight.

6    Racing Area – Course – Waiting Area:
6.1 The racing area will be in the area north of the West Pier or to the north of Ireland’s Eye, as 

announced at the briefing.

6.2 Waiting Area:  All yachts waiting to start shall remain in the waiting area.  Immediately after finishing, finished yachts shall leave the racing area and return to the waiting area, keeping well clear of the yachts racing.

6.3 Course:  The course shall be as follows. Windward – Gybe – Leeward – Finish.  All marks shall be rounder to port;  course marks will be orange buoys.  Marks may be repositioned by the Principal Race Officer during a race.

7 Starting Line/Finishing Line:

The starting/finishing line will be between the main mast of the committee boat at the starboard end and an orange mark at the port end.

8.    Starting Procedures:

        Warning signal: 6 minutes before the first end of each flight, one sound will be made.

         Preparatory signal:  3 minutes before the first start in each flight, a sound signal will be made, 

         Numeral Pennant  1 will be displayed.

         Starting Signal:  One sound signal will be made, Numeral Pennant 1 lowered, Numeral Pennant 2 

         displayed.  Each subsequent start will be at 3 minute intervals and with the third start being  

         designated by Numeral Pennant 3 and the fourth start by Numeral Pennant flat 4.

9       Individual Recalls:

         If any part of the yachts hull or crew is on the course side of the starting line at the starting signal, 

         a sound signal shall be made and Code Flag X displayed for up to 2 minutes or until such time as

         the affected yacht(s) have returned and started correctly.  There shall be no general recalls.

10     Time limit:

         The time limit for the first yacht to finish each race is 30 minutes.  Any yacht which does not finish 

         Within 10 minutes of the finishing time of the first yacht in her race shall be deemed to have                 

          retired.

11      Scoring – As per RRS Appendix D3

12.     Acknowledgement of Infringement – Intention to Protest

          Appendix D2 is amended by these sailing instructions as follows:

          Any yacht may acknowledge an infringement of a rule of Part 2, by hailing such an acknowledgement 

          and promptly carrying out a 360 degree turn.

          A yacht intending to protest shall hail the other yacht(s) immediately,  promptly displaying a protest 

          flag and call the attention of a umpire until an acknowledgement is received.

         When an incident/infringement of a rule of Part 2 is seen by an umpire, the offending yacht shall be 

         Shown a red flag and shall immediately carry out a 360 degree turn.  A green flag will denote that no

         Infringement has taken place.

         Any yacht infringing RRS 42 and seen by the umpire, shall be shown the red flag and shall promptly 

         Carry out a 720 degree turn.

         An umpire’s decision is final and not subject to appeal.

13.    Coach Boat:
         Each Team will be allowed a coach within the holding area only.
