Rules

2.1
The regatta will be governed by the following documents:


(a)
The Racing Rules of Sailing for 2005 to 2008;


(b)
The applicable Prescriptions of the Irish Sailing Association to the Rules;


(c)
This Notice of Race and any amendments thereto; and


(d)
The Sailing Instructions and any amendments thereto.


In the case of a conflict between the Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions, the wording of the Sailing Instructions shall prevail.

2.2
The applicable Prescriptions of the Irish Sailing Association to the Rules are as follows:


Rule 46
Person in Charge


To be eligible to compete in any event run by any organisation affiliated to the ISA the designated Person in Charge shall:



(a)
Be a member of a Category One affiliated Club or an individual member 




of the Irish Sailing Association; or



(b)
When the designated Person in Charge is not ordinarily a resident within




the jurisdiction of the Irish Sailing Association the competitor shall comply 




with the requirements of the National Authority of the country of which he 




is a national or ordinarily a resident.


Rule 68
Damages


No claims for damages arising from an infringement of any of the rules, as defined, shall be adjudicated upon by any protest committee or appeal authority but shall be subject to the jurisdiction of the courts.


Appendix F
Appeals Procedures


A fee of €35 shall be forwarded to the ISA with the appeal documents.  This fee may be waived under exceptional circumstances.

Advertising

3.1
Advertising will be restricted to Category A.

3.2
All entries may be required to display advertising at the bow of the boat, at the discretion of the Organising Committee, in accordance with Rule 20.3(d)(i) of Appendix 1 of the Racing Rules of Sailing 2005 to 200

4
Eligibility


The regatta is open to all Hurricane 5.9 and Fast Catamarans. Dart Hawk, Hobie Tiger and Fox, Stealth, Spitfires and A Class are considered Fast Catamarans.

Entry

5.1
Entries shall be received before Friday, 27th May 2005 and shall be made using one of the following methods:


Entries may be made by downloading the entry form available on the Howth Yacht Club website and sending it with the required fee to the address provided in Section 20.1 of this Notice of Race.


Entries can be accepted on the first day of the event from 09:00 to 10:00 and entry forms will be available.

5.2
Entries shall not be considered to be valid unless accompanied by the correct fee.

5.3
Late entries will be accepted provided that they accompany the late entry fee.

5.4
The fee for entries received before Friday, 27th May 2005 is €30.00.

5.5
The fee for entries received after Friday, 27th May 2005 is €40.00.

The entry fee shall be paid in EURO using one of the following methods:


Cash, entrants are reminded that cash should not be sent by post;

Credit card, entrants are advised that on-line entries can only be made by credit card; or

Event Format

7.1
The format of the competition shall be 3 races for two individual classes of Hurricane 5.9 and Fast Catamarans on Saturday and one mixed fleet race on Sunday. The Hurricane 5.9 class shall race in standard two-sail format for the series of races taking place on Saturday.

7.2
On Sunday, June 5th a single race consisting of all competing boats will take place using the SCHRS system. All rig formats will be accepted for this race.

7.3
The Donny MacKay Memorial trophy will only be competed for by the Hurricane 5.9 class on Saturday’s series of races. A minimum of 2 races shall be completed to qualify for this trophy.

7.4
The format of the competition may be varied to suit weather conditions at the discretion of the Race Committee.

8
Racing Area


Races will be sailed in the waters north of Howth. Starts may be up to three miles north of Howth Harbour.

9
Sailing Instructions


Sailing instructions will be available at registration.

10
Prizes
10.1
Prizes will be awarded to the first three places in each class based on the results of the races sailed on Saturday.

10.2
Prizes will be awarded to the first three places in the SCHRS based race sailed on Sunday.

10.3
The Donny MacKay Trophy will be awarded to the winner in the Hurricane 5.9 fleet based on the results of the races sailed on Saturday in accordance with 7.3 above.

10.4
Trophies and prizes for the Championship will be presented after racing on Sunday, June 5th.

11
Safety

11.1
Entrants are reminded of the legislative requirement that all persons aboard open boats of less than 6 m are required to wear suitable personal flotation devices at all times.

11.2
Each boat shall be equipped with an adequate righting/towing rope no less then 25ft in length.

12
Social Programme

12.1
Light refreshments will be provided for the Saturday series of races during registration.

12.2
An event dinner has been organised in the restaurant of HYC on Saturday evening at 20:00. Places are limited so those wishing to attend should indicate accordingly on their registration form and pay the appropriate fee of €30.

Competitors are granted temporary membership of Howth Yacht Club for the duration of the event, subject only to the provisions of the Club Rules for withdrawing or withholding such membership. All competitors are invited to avail of the facilities of the Club during the event.
