NOTICE OF RACE

1. Organising Authority and Venue

The 2005 Puppeteer National Championships will be sailed under the Burgee of Howth Yacht Club, organised by HYC Events Ltd in association with the Puppeteer Class. 2. Rules & Eligibility

1.1
The regatta will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2005 - 2009, the prescriptions of the I.S.A., the class rules and this Notice of Race except as modified by the Sailing Instructions and any amendments thereto.

1.2
Entries are accepted at the sole discretion of the Race Committee.

1.3
The event is open to all boats of the Puppeteer 22 Class.  All boats shall conform to the Puppeteer Class Rules.

1.4
Advertising – Advertising is restricted to Category A
1.5
Puppeteers shall at all times carry an outboard engine of at least 4HP, mounted on a bracket on the transom of the boat.

1.6
It is strongly recommended that all yachts carry a VHF radio.

3. Safety Personal Flotation Devices shall be worn at all times by Competitors whilst afloat.

4. Racing Area

Races will be sailed in the waters North of Howth Harbour.

5. Scoring System

5.1

The series will be scored as provided in Appendix A of the Racing Rules of Sailing using the Low Point Scoring System. Providing four or more races finish one discard shall be allowed (races without finishers shall be void).

5.2
2 Races are required to be completed to constitute a series.

6. Racing Times

Racing will commence at 19:00hrs on July 22nd and at 10:30hrs on July 23rd & 24th.

One race is scheduled on Friday evening, 3 Races on Saturday and two Races on Sunday.

No Race shall Start later than 1400 Hours on Sunday.

The courses will be Windward/leeward and Trapezoid Style Courses and the full programme will be outlined in the Sailing Instructions.
7. Prizes
Prizes will be awarded to the first three competitors in both Scratch and Handicap divisions.

Perpetual Trophies will be presented to the winners in both Scratch and Handicap Divisions.

ISA medals (four per boat) will be presented to the crews finishing in 1st, 2nd, and 3rd places overall on scratch only.

A competitor may not receive a Scratch and Handicap prize.  The Scratch prize shall take precedence.

8. Temporary Membership

All competitors are granted temporary membership of Howth Yacht Club on racing days. Club facilities are not available to non-member participants at other times.

9. Handicaps

Echo division handicaps will be issued prior to the event by the Puppeteer Class Committee and published on the Notice Board

10. Sail Numbers/ Identification

Each boat shall show a distinguishing number on each side of the mainsail, which shall be the same number as declared on the Entry Form.  Should a boat wish to change its sail number from that on the Entry Form, notice shall be given to the PRO before the Warning Signal of the particular race concerned.

11. Sailing Instructions

Sailing Instructions will be available in HYC Marina Office from Friday, 22nd July 2005.  The Sailing Instructions will incorporate the race programme.

Entries shall be made on the attached form and include the entry fees specified on the entry form.

Entries received after this date and time will be accepted at the sole discretion of the Organizing Committee and upon payment of an additional fee of €10.

I acknowledge that the safety of my boat and her entire management including insurance is my sole responsibility, and I am satisfied the boat and crew are adequate to face the conditions that may arise in the course of the races. I acknowledge that use of Howth Yacht Club Marina Berth is at my own risk.
