Day 2 Report - Monday 20th June

The Winds were Southerly and with an Southgoing ebb tide getting stronger as the race progressed.

As soon as the OOD David Lovegrove was satisfied that the wind had settled, the start sequence commenced to race schedule.

The first attempt to start the fleet was hampered by the over eager fleet compounded with the ebb tide pushing the fleet over the line, A general recall was signalled and the Z flag displayed for the restart. Twelve boats were identified as having been over the line and they had to carry a 20% place penalty in the race.

Again the fleet of eighty boats misbehaved and after another general recall, the black flag was displayed.

At the third attempt, the fleet got away and it was Owen Delaney and Mark Duffield sailing Firebird 50, who pulled off at the pin end and took the offshore route to gain full tidal advantage. This proved the most favourable option and after tacking at the lay line, they led the fleet around the weather mark.

Dick Batt and Pam Shanahan sailing In the Pink 43 were second and the defending champion Chris and Mark Hogan in Rico’shea 136 were third.

The down wind legs were honours even and it was Steve Allso and Glen Pritchard in Mayhem 754 who began appearing as real contenders. However on the second beat Delaney and Duffield held the lead and again chose the seaward layline option. Chris and Mark Hogan in 136 earned a slot for second place, being followed closely by Mayhem.

As the race progressed Firebird 50 was to be unbeatable, with defending champion Chris and Mark Hogan in Rico’shea 136 were second. Whilst Mayhem 754 was third on the water, it carried a 20% place penalty and hence dropped down the overall results.
