Day 4 Report - Wednesday 22nd June

Race No 4 of 6

The course for the third day was a four lap windward – leeward with gate and a beat to the finish.  At the start of the race the wind was light and the tide, which ran almost upwind in line with the course had just turned.  Tow hours later as the boats were finishing the tide was in full flow and the wind had increased to the forecast force four to five, and generated a rolling wind over tide sea, which tested the sailors skill and stamina.

As is becoming almost customary for this event, the first attempted start resulted in a general recall, which was promptly followed with the raising of the Z flag. With twelve boats receiving a 20% penalty points on Race 2 for infringement, the boats hung back from the line and the eighty strong fleet got away.

The pin end proved to be favoured with 36 Artemis II, sailed by Toby and Mark Winter of the Felixstowe Ferry club starting at the marker and holding the fleet to lead at the weather mark. At which they were followed by Max Evans and T Reilly in the newest boat in the fleet 838 Maximus.

Close on their transom were boat 804 Jim’n’Tonic, sailed by James Peters and Paul Vernon of the South Caernarvonshire club, then Dave Best and Pete Richards of the same club in 797 Crossfire. Putting the pressure on these four was the event leader in fifth place, Chris and Mark Hogan in 136 Rico’shea.
These five had a close battle through the succeeding four beats and runs, with the Chris and Mark Hogan consistently picking up places to take up the lead on the third run.

At the gun, Max Evans and T Reilly took the second place and Jim Peters and Paul Vernon the third place, followed by Dave Best and Pete Richards in third.

Looking at the overall event, this was the fourth race and hence the discard was taken into account in calculating the net points. This cemented the lead position for defending champions, Chris and Mark Hogan’s with a net of 5 points, ahead of Owen Delaney and Mark Duffield, 50 Firebird, on 14 points. Behind these on 15 points are joint third place boats and South Caernarvonshire clubmates 797 Crossfire, Dave Best and Pete Richards and 17 Nimbus, the oldest boat in the fleet, sailed by Alan Johnson and Dave Garlick.
