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Race No 5 of 6

As per previous days, getting eighty boats to behave proved to be very difficult. It was not until the Z flag was raised was order restored and the fleet got started. The start had been delayed due to waiting for the wind to settle and it continued to vary in strength and direction through the race. The race officials did an excellent job of altering the course to suit the changing conditions.

With the light winds, it was a long slow beat, however at the first weather mark, the leading boat was 800 Alchemy, sailed by Tony Saltonstall and Gerard Dyson of the Royal Yorkshire Yacht Club. They were followed by Dick Batt and Pam Phelan in 42 In the Pink.
With the changing conditions, there was much changing of positions over the four lap windward-leward course. However four boats emerged as the contenders for the gun. This included 800 Alchemy and 127 Misfire, sailed by Roger Harris and Mark Thompson of the South Caernarvonshire Sailing Club. In the frame also was two boats from the Royal North of Ireland Yacht Club, 818 Toy for the Boys, sailed by Peter Wallace and Mike Wright and 793 Blue, sailed by Aidan O’Connell and Sian McCleave.

On the third run, with the wind lightening, the race officials signalled a shorted course. With a single beat left in the race there was an all out battle for first place from the four boats. With ten boat lengths to the finish, the leading boat Toy for the Boys tacked onto starboard to cover Alchemy and Misfire. However an opportunity for the uncovered boat Blue to slip through and take the lead. The others noticing that Blue had take the advantage, gave chase, however while they were reducing the gap they failed to overtake Blue, who took the gun.

Toy for the Boys was second, to complete a Royal North of Ireland one-two, followed by Alchemy and Misfire.
Going into this race, the fifth of six, Chris and Mark Hogan in 136 Rico’shea were the event leaders, although being chased by two other boats. Rico’shea took the sixth place in today’s race, which was sufficient to give her an unassailable lead with a race in hand. This is the fifth year in a row that Chris and Mark Hogan have taken the Championship title, which is unprecedented in the history of the event.
