NOTICE OF RACE & ENTRY FORM

Rules
1.1
The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) and the rules of the East Coast Cruiser III Association govern the event, except as any of these are changed by the Sailing Instructions (SI’s). The Organising Authority is HYC Events Ltd., in conjunction with the East Coast Cruiser III Association.

Advertising
2.1 Advertising is restricted to Category A.

3.
Eligibility & Entry
3.1
Boats must be classified as Cruiser III as per Class Rules, i.e. yachts with ISA ECHO Standard between 0.825 and 0.910, boats. 

3.2
Boats Sailing under IRC 2006 must be in possession of a current endorsed certificate. 

3.4
Boats shall be owned and skippered by paid up full members of the East Coast Cruiser III Association. 

3.5
All entries are at the sole discretion of the East Coast Cruisers III Association Committee. 

3.6
The Declaration forms part of this entry and must be signed for the entry to be valid. These championships will consist of a team event and an individual event. Teams may only be entered on behalf of an ISA affiliated Club or group of Clubs. Team shall consist of three boats and their combined scores will be used to calculate the overall winner.

Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached form and sending it, together with the required fee, to HYC Events Ltd, Harbour Road, Howth, Co. Dublin
 by 30/8/06. 

3.8
Competitors are reminded that no individual or body involved in the organisation of this event accepts any liability for injury or damage howsoever caused. Each helm must sign a declaration that his/her boat is covered by a policy of adequate third party indemnity insurance. Entries are accepted on the basis that in no circumstances will liability for injury to person(s) or property attach to Howth Yacht Club, HYC Events Ltd., the East Coast Cruiser III Association, their servants or agents.

Classification

4.1
As this is an amateur event, persons that would be classified as Category 3 by ISAF are excluded from racing. The Association will have final decision with regard to any dispute over classification.
5.         Fees

The Entry Fee is €75.00 (Cheques payable to HYC Events Ltd.). This includes the Cruiser III Association subscription fee of €10.00 per entry. Sailing Instructions will be at the race office on Friday between 1300 and 1700. Food is not included in the entry (see below for details).

Team Prize

The Team Prize will be awarded to the Team with the lowest combined scores of their top three boats under the modified ECHO handicap system.

Venue

Races will be sailed in the waters north of Howth. Starts may be up to three miles north of Howth Harbour.

Sail Number/Identification

11.1
Each boat shall show a distinguishing number on each side of its mainsail and on its spinnaker, which shall be the same number as declared on the Entry Form. Where relevant, the same number shall be shown on the genoa.

11.2 Should a boat wish to change its sail number from that on the Entry Form, 

written notice shall be given to the Principal Race Officer before the Warning Signal of the race concerned. Failure to comply with this requirement may result in the boat’s disqualification. This changes RRS 63.1.

3 races are required to be completed to constitute a series.

When fewer than 4 races have been completed, a boat’s series score 

will be the total of her race scores.

(b) When 4 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will 

be the total of her race scores excluding her worst single score.

Marina berths will be available for visiting participants free of charge by prior arrangement with HYC Marina office for Thursday, Friday & Saturday nights (01 8392777).

Haul Out Restrictions

Keelboats shall not be hauled out during the regatta except with and according to the terms of prior written permission of the race committee.

Radio Communications (ISAF2)

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

Prizes

Prizes will be given to individual and team winners and runners up.

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See Fundamental Rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.
