Eligible boats are those in the Classes that comply with the relevant handicapping system, rules and the entry requirements.

ENTRIES

5.1
Entries shall be made Online at www.hyc.ie or on the attached form and include the entry fee specified on the entry form.

5.2
Entries will be accepted for the full series only: boats may not enter for individual races.

5.3
The closing date for entries will be Wednesday 16th May.

5.4
Entries for Class 1, 2, 3 and White Sail classes shall be accompanied by a copy of the current IRC certificate where relevant.  

5.5
Class 1, 2, and 3 entries are automatically eligible for the ECHO handicap division provided that the boat is included on the current ISA ECHO list.

6
SCORING

6.1
The series will be scored as provided in appendix A of the racing rules using the Low Point System. Providing four or more races finish, one discard shall be allowed (races without finishers shall be void).

7
SAIL NUMBERS/ IDENTIFICATION

7.I
Each boat shall show a distinguishing number on its spinnaker and on each side of the mainsail, which shall be the same number as declared on the Entry Form. Where relevant, the same number shall be shown on the genoa. Should a boat wish to change its sail number from that on the Entry Form, notice shall be given to the Race Officer before the warning Signal of the particular race concerned. 

7.2    Classes 1, 2, 3 and White Sail Cruisers shall fly the relevant class numeral pennant from the backstay. Any boat not doing so shall be disqualified.

HANDICAPS


The following Handicap Data will be used in this event: -

8.1
Cruiser Classes 1, 2 & 3: Boats will race under the relevant IRC Handicap System and/or the ECHO Handicap System. 

8.2 Cruisers will be divided into the following classes:  



Class 1 - IRC 0.980 and above;



Class 2 - IRC 0.910 to 0.979; 

           
Class 3 - IRC 0.909 and below. 

8.3     There will be no crew limitations under IRC.

8.4
For ECHO Handicap, any change in the normal helm shall be notified to the Race Committee in a timely fashion. Failure to fulfil this requirement will render a boat liable to a penalty.

Handicaps may be updated during the series.
