- CAUTION -

Race starts will vary this year in order to have more racing days in for each series. 

So make sure you check the time for the 1st gun. 

Be there approx 1 hr prior to the 1st gun time as we will try to start on time this year.

1. RACING:  Eight races scheduled each day. 

2. VENUE: Howth Yacht Club harbour.. The actual racing will take place in the inner harbour from the last pontoon on the left. So park in front of HYC club house come through the gates. You can rig by your car or in the last room to the right if not in use.

3. RULES:  Racing will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) with particular attention to Appendix E, the prescriptions of the ISA, the rules of the International One Metre class, the sailing instructions and any amendments thereto. Yachts will not be included in results until a fully completed entry form together with the correct entry fee is received. 

4. SCORING & RACING SYSTEM: Unless the number of entries exceeds our expectations we shall all race together in one fleet. Scoring will be based on the ISAF Appendix A – low point system (but where 1st = 0.75 points, 2nd = 2 pts, 3rd = 3 pts, etc…). One discard will be applied for each five races.

5. HANDICAP: As per agreed at our last AGM, in order to facilitate new comers to the class as well as skippers with older boats the fleet will be divided into 2 groups : Gold and Silver. All boats will race together on the water as per normal this differentiation will be showed on the scoring. The first 4 races of he day will determine who goes in the Gold and Silver fleets.

6. ELIGIBILITY:  The event is open to all sailors entering an International One Metre boat in compliance with the class rules. Weighing of boats may randomly take place so make sure your boat is up to minimum weight. Please make sure you have a protection at the tip of the aerial. 

7. SERIES:  Two series will be held : The Winter Series will run from September to December. The Spring Series will run from January but the end date will be confirmed very soon. 

8. PRIZES AND TROPHIES: Will be awarded for each series on scratch and handicap.

9. TEMPORARY MEMBERSHIP:  All competitors are granted temporary membership of Howth Yacht Club on racing days. Club facilities are not available to non-member participants at other times.

10. FREQUENCIES: Each competitor is required to nominate their primary frequency and two others if available with their entry form. The listing of additional frequencies if available would be helpful. Permitted frequency bands are 40Mhz. 

11. LIABILITY: I acknowledge that I enter and sail at my own risk and that neither HYC Events Ltd. nor Howth Yacht Club will be liable for any loss or damage to yachts or equipment or injury to persons. By entering the event it is deemed that you accept these conditions.
12. PROTESTS: No such thing! Take the penalty and make your turns.

13. ENTRIES:  Entry form with correct remittance (€20) reach the Secretary, HYC Events Ltd., c/o Howth Yacht Club, Harbour Road, Howth, Co. Dublin, before competing in the series.
