It is proposed to sail 4 races per day.

Rules:

The following shall apply for the whole series, unless otherwise stated in these instructions.   

The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2005-2008 and the ISA prescriptions thereto, 

RS Feva Class Association Rules,

Scoring System:


The Low Point scoring system of Appendix A will apply, except that the first boat shall be scored 0.75 and boats that started but did not finish, or retired after finishing, shall be scored points for the finishing place equal to the number of starters in the race.  This changes Appendix A4.2.


When two races or less are sailed on a particular day a boat’s score shall be the total of her race scores.  When three or more races have been sailed on a particular day a boat’s score shall exclude her worst score.  


Where more than 10 of the scheduled races of the Aqua TT Series are sailed, each boat’s 10 best scores in the races sailed shall be totalled to arrive at her overall score.  This changes Rule A9.  In accordance with Rule 89.3(b) any non-excludable race score shall be included in a boat’s total.  The entrant with the lowest total score shall be declared the winner.  If less than 10 races are sailed then scores in all races shall be counted.

Prizes will include:


Aqua TT Trophy for overall series.

1st - 3rd for each day overall.

Rights to use names & likenesses:

Competitors automatically grant to the organising authority without payment the right in perpetuity to make, use and show any motion pictures, still pictures and live, taped or filmed television of or relating to the event.

Safety Regulations:

Competitors shall wear life jackets or other adequate personal buoyancy at all times while afloat.  Wet suits and dry suits are not adequate personal buoyancy.

Statement of Liability:

Competitors are entirely responsible for their own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and nothing reduces this responsibility.  It is for competitors to decide whether their boat and its helm and crew are fit to sail in the conditions that they might find.  By launching or going to sea competitors confirm their boat is fit for those conditions and that they are competent to sail and compete in them.  Nothing done by the organisers can reduce the responsibility of the owners and/or competitors, nor will it make the organisers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however it may have occurred, as a result of the boat taking part in the racing.  The organisers encompass everyone helping to run the event and include the organizing authority, race committee, race officer, safety officer, patrol boat personnel and beach masters.  The provision of patrol boats does not relieve owners and competitors of their responsibilities.

Insurance:

Boats are required to be adequately insured including insurance against third party claims of at least €1,250,000 or the equivalent in other currencies.

Boat Storage:

Visiting boats are to be removed from the pen at the end of the days racing.
