SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

1 RULES

1.1 The following shall apply for the whole series, unless otherwise stated in these instructions.   

(a) The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2005-2008 and the ISA prescriptions thereto, 

(b) RS Feva Class Association Rules,

2 NOTICES TO COMPETITORS 

2.1 Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board of the club hosting that days racing at least 60 minutes before the scheduled start time of the race it will affect.
3 CONDITIONS OF ENTRY AND INSURANCE

3.1 Before a boat is eligible to compete in a race run under these Instructions, either the helm or the crew must be a member of the RS Feva Class Association.

3.2 All boats must comply with the RS Feva class rules.

3.3 No boat shall race unless it is currently insured for third party risks to a minimum sum of 1.250.000 euros.

4 CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 Any change to the sailing instructions will be posted on the official notice board at the Club hosting the particular day’s racing at least 60 minutes before the scheduled start time of the race that it will effect.
5 SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

5.1 Signals made ashore will be shown on the designated notice board.

5.2 The flag AP will mean that all races all postponed.  The warning signal will be made not before 45 minutes after the AP flag has been lowered

5.3 The flag N means “no more races will be sailed today”

5.4 The flag L means that a notice has been shown on the official notice board

6 SCHEDULE OF RACES

6.1 Racing is scheduled as follows:


Saturday May 12th  first warning signal – 1100

Saturday June 16th first warning signal – 1100 

Saturday July 16th  first warning signal – 1100

Saturday Sept 1st first warning signal – 1100

6.2 It is proposed to sail four races per day. An additional race may be sailed at the discretion of the Race Officer. 

6.3 The second and subsequent races of each day shall follow as soon as possible after the first one has finished.  Several sound signals prior to the warning signal for second and subsequent races each day may be made to alert boats that the starting sequence is imminent.

7 CLASS FLAGS

7.1 The class flag will be International Code Flag ‘F’ 
8 RACING AREA

8.1 As described on the official notice board of the club hosting the particular day’s racing. 

9 THE COURSE

9.1 As per appendix #2

10
BRIEFING AND MARKS

10.1
A briefing will be held in the hosting Clubhouse at 10.00hrs on each day of the event.

10.2
Competitors will be informed of the types of marks to be used at the Briefing.

11
THE START

11.1
The starting line will be between mark S and the flagpole on the race committee boat. The mark S could be substituted by a boat with a flagpole, in which case the starting line will be between the flagpoles respectively at the pin and at the starboard ends.

12 CHANGE OF MARK POSITION


No course changes will be made during a race.

13 THE FINISH AND SHORTENED COURSE

13.1 The Finishing Line shall be between the main mast of a Finishing Boat and the Finishing Mark.

13.2 Races will normally be shortened in accordance with Rule 32.2. But in the event of the Shorten Course signals being made as the leading boat approaches mark 3, boats shall then sail directly to finish between Committee Boat and the outer limit mark (S/F).  This changes Rule 32.2    

14 TIME LIMIT

14.1 The time limit for the first finisher is 50 minutes.  

14.2 The mark 1 time limit is 20 minutes.  If no boat has passed mark 1 within the mark 1 time limit the race will be abandoned.

14.3 Boats failing to finish within 15 minutes after the first boat completes the course in accordance with rule 28.1 will be scored Did Not Finish (DNF).  This changes rules 35, A4 and A5.

15 PROTESTS & REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

15.1
Protest forms are available at the Race Office.  Protests shall be delivered to the Race Office within the protest time limit.

15.2
The protest time limit is 90 minutes after the last boat has finished the last race of the day on which the incident occurred. 
15.3
Yachts intending to protest another competitor shall inform the Committee Boat immediately after finishing the race in which the incident occurred.

16
SAFETY 

16.1
Competitors shall wear adequate personal buoyancy at all times while afloat.  Wet suits and dry suits are not adequate personal buoyancy.  Flag Y will not be displayed.  This changes rule 40.1.

16.2
The safety of a boat and all persons on board and her entire management including insurance shall be the sole and inescapable responsibility of the person in charge of the boat.  Moreover, every competitor warrants the suitability of their boat for the race or races.  Each competitor is solely responsible for deciding whether or not to start or to continue racing and also is responsible for wearing clothing adequate for the conditions.

16.3
The Race Organisers shall not be liable for any loss, damage, death or personal injury howsoever caused to or suffered by the owner or competitor as a result of their taking part in the race or races.

17 REPLACEMENT OF CREW OR EQUIPMENT

17.1 Substitution of competitors or equipment will not be allowed without prior written approval of the race committee.

18
EQUIPMENT AND MEASUREMENT CHECKS

18.1 A boat or equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with the class rules and sailing instructions.  On the water, a boat may be instructed by a race committee measurer to proceed immediately to a designated area for inspection.

19 SUPPORT BOATS

19.1 Team leaders, coaches and other support personnel and boats shall remain more than 100 metres from the course area from the time of the preparatory signal until all boats have finished or the race committee signals a postponement, general recall or abandonment.  The course area is defined as the area bounded by all the racing marks and any boat(s) racing on the course.

20
RADIO COMMUNICATION

20.1
A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction includes mobile telephones.

21 PRIZES

21.1 Prizes for each day’s racing will be distributed at the end of each day and the overall prizes for the Series will be presented after the last day’s racing.

DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

22.1
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.
