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AMENDMENT TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS NO. 3
The first paragraph of Notice of Race 10.1 is amended to read as follows:-

10.1
Daily prizes will be awarded to the winner of each division in each class and will be presented as soon as possible after racing on the following week. Classes that completed two scheduled races on the slalom and windward/leeward courses will combine the results of the two races to determine the daily prize winners. Tie breaks will be in accordance with RRS Appendix A8.2. Overall prizes will be awarded on the basis of number of entries as follows:


2 boats =1st, 5 boats = 2nd, 8 boats = 3rd, 11 or more boats = 4th.

Notice of Race 10.3 is amended as follows:-
10.3
The Heineken Trophy, which is perpetual, will be awarded to the boat that wins its class by the greatest margin of points over the second placed boat. For Cruiser Classes 0, 1, 2, 3 and White Sail Cruisers it shall be based on IRC, for One Design on Scratch and by multiplying its winning margin by the average number of starters in its class. The boat with the highest score will be the winner. For classes that complete two scheduled races on the slalom or windward/leeward courses only the result of race 1 on the particular day shall be used towards the computation of the overall points for the Heineken Trophy series (net of discards where applicable).

Notice of Race 10.4 is amended as follows:-

10.4
Olympus Team Trophy


This prize shall be for teams of three boats which are racing under IRC/Scratch handicaps. Any combination of boats from any IRC and or Scratch Division is acceptable providing boats are not from the same class. No boat shall be a member of more than one team. Following the final race of the Autumn League and taking into account discards, the combined scores of the three boats shall apply and the winning team will be that with the lowest number of cumulative points. Competitors should advise the Race Office in writing of their teams prior to 0930 on Sunday, 14th September 2008. For classes that complete two scheduled races on the slalom or windward/leeward courses only the result of race 1 on the particular day shall be used towards the computation of the overall points for the Olympus Team Trophy series (net of discards where applicable).
