3. RULES

3.2 The Irish Sailing Association prescriptions will apply.
3.3 The rules of the International J24 Class shall apply.

4. ADVERTISING


The 2010 J24 Irish Championships is designated Category C event in accordance with Appendix 1.


The Organizing Authority may require competitors to display Event Sponsors advertising material as prescribed under Appendix.1 and International J24Class Rule 24.

5. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

5.1 General


All competitors shall comply with ISAF Eligibility Rules (RRS Appendix K1).


The Regatta is open to boats registered with the  International J24 Class whose helm or registered owner members of a National J24 Class Association recognised by International J24 Class Association. 

5.2 Entry procedure


Entries can be made online, via the Howth Yacht Club website (www.hyc.ie ) or by returning the entry form, with fee, which can be downloaded from the same website. 

5.3 Entry fee


A non-refundable fee of €100.00 shall be paid in advance of racing.

5.4 Entry Disclaimer


It is the Competitor’s decision to enter the Regatta or to start in any race. Competitors shall accept that their participation in the Regatta is at their sole exclusive risk in every respect.
