NOTICE OF RACE

1. ORGANISING AUTHORITY & VENUE
1.1. The 2010 North & East Coast Club Championships will be sailed at Howth Yacht Club, organised by HYC Events Ltd.

2. RULES AND ELIGIBILITY
2.1. The event will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the prescriptions of the I.S.A., the class rules and this Notice of Race except as modified by the Sailing Instructions and any amendments thereto. 
2.2. Entries are accepted at the sole discretion of the Organising Committee.

2.3. This is an invitational event and invites have been sent to each of the ISA affiliated sailing clubs on the north and east coasts of Ireland. Each club shall nominate one helm and three crew members. The Helm and two of the three nominated crew must be members of that Club
3. SAFETY

3.1. Personal floatation devices shall be worn by competitors at all times whilst afloat.

4. RACING AREA


4.1. Races will be sailed in the waters north of Howth Harbour and starts may be up to four miles north of the Harbour. 

4.2. All races shall be windward/leeward courses.

5. SCORING SYSTEM


5.1. Racing shall consist of a qualifying series of two flights and a final series.  


5.2. Scoring shall be as provided in Appendix A of the Racing Rules of Sailing using the Low Point scoring system. 
5.3. The four top placed boats in each flight shall progress to the final on Day 2.


6. SCHEDULE OF RACES


6.1. Time of first Warning Signal on each day will be at 0955

6.2. Two qualifying flights of three races will be scheduled on Saturday 24th April 2010.

6.3. One final flight of three races will be scheduled on Sunday 25th May 2010.

6.4. The warning signal for the last race on each day will be made no later than 1700.

6.5. The courses will be windward/leeward format and the full programme will be outlined in the Sailing Instructions.


6.6. The Race Committee reserves the right to amend the Schedule of Races for organisational reasons and/or depending on prevailing conditions.


7. FLEET


7.1. The event will be sailed in ISA Sailfleet J80s.


7.2. This will be a non-spinnaker event.
8. ENTRIES
8.1. Entries shall be completed on the attached invitational entry form and should be accompanied by the entry fee of € 90.00.


8.2. The closing date for entries will be Friday 9th April 2010 at 2200. 

8.3. Entries received after this date and time will be accepted at the sole discretion of the Organising Committee.


9. PRIZES/TROPHIES

9.1. Prizes will be awarded to the first three competitors.


9.2. Perpetual trophy will be presented to overall winner.


9.3. Prizes will be awarded after sailing on the 25th April.

10. DAMAGE DEPOSIT

10.1. Entrants shall deposit €1,000 by means of a credit card with HYC Events Ltd.  Should damage occur any apportioned damages will have to be paid for prior to return of deposit.

11. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
11.1. Sailing instructions will be available at the HYC Marina Office from Monday 19th April 2010 and online at www.hyc.ie  


11.2. Sailing Instructions will incorporate the race programme.


12. BRIEFING & DRAW


12.1. A briefing to all competitors will be given by the Principal Race Officer at 1830 on Friday 23rd April 2010 at the top of the Marina walkway (or the Asgard Room in the Clubhouse if it is raining).  


12.2. There will be a draw at this time to decide boat allocation and which flight each competitor will compete in.


13. RADIO COMMUNICATION

13.1. It is strongly recommended that all teams carry a VHF radio. 


13.2. A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all other boats.  This restriction also applies to mobile telephones. A listening channel will be available from the committee boat on Channel 37.

14. TEAM SUPPORT BOATS

14.1. Team leaders, coaches, other support personnel and support boats shall stay outside areas where boats are racing from the time of the preparatory signal until all boats have finished or Race Committee signals a postponement, general recall or abandonment.
15. SOCIAL
15.1. Competitors are granted temporary membership of Howth Yacht Club for each race day subject only to the provisions of the Club rules for withdrawing or withholding such membership.

15.2. The attention of all participants is drawn to the car parking regulations in the vicinity of the Club.    These are rigidly enforced by the Harbour Authority.
