11. Courses:  The following course configuration shall apply for all courses:
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	The courses to be sailed shall be:

Start-1-2-3-1-2-3-Finish
All marks to be passed to port




12. Finish Line
All finish lines shall be between an orange 'dan type' buoy and the red/white pole (or mainmast) on the Committee Boat                                                  

19: Re-crossing the Start/Finish Line
This Sailing Instruction is amended by the addition of the following:

“Except to Finish, a boat shall not cross the finish line while the Blue Flag is displayed”
Explanatory note:

As there will be three or four classes on the same course, please be aware that the Blue Flag may be displayed immediately after the start of the last class.

30: Shortened Course
The Race Committee may shorten a race in accordance with RRS 32.  In addition, it may shorten a race by displaying I.C. Flag F (with sound signal) at either Mark 2 or 3.  In this case, boats shall then sail directly to the finish line, finishing from the direction of the mark at which I.C.Flag F was displayed.
