Boats not entered for the Fingal Challenge series may compete by submitting the entry form with the appropriate fee.

SAIL NUMBERS/ IDENTIFICATION
6. I
Each boat shall show a distinguishing number on its spinnaker and on each side of the mainsail, which shall be the same number as declared on the Entry Form. Where relevant, the same number shall be shown on the genoa. Should a boat wish to change its sail number from that on the Entry Form, notice shall be given to the Race Officer before the warning Signal of the particular race concerned.

Classes 1, 2, 3 and White Sail Cruisers shall fly the relevant class numeral pennant from the backstay. Those not doing so from their warning signal shall be treated as non-starters. Those not doing so as they finish shall be deemed to have retired. This changes RRS 90.3.
