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Notice of Race
1. The event.
1.1 The Howth 2K is an invitational event for two-boat keelboat team racing sailed without spinnakers. It will be sailed in the Sailfleet J80s provided by the Organising Authority with 4 sailors per boat.  There is no weight limit.

1.2 The Organising Authority (OA) is Howth Yacht Club Limited , assisted by the Irish Team Racing Association.

1.3 The event will be held at Howth Yacht Club, Dublin, Ireland. More information is contained in the club website:  www.hyc.ie.

1.4 The proposed programme is:

a. Race office open from 1000 on 31st May 2013.

b. Registration from 1000 on 31st May 2013 until 2100 on 31st May 2013 and from 0730 until 0900 on 31st May 2013.

c. Practice from 1000 on 31st May  2013 until 2000 on 31st May  2013.

d. First briefing on 1st June at 0900.  Attendance by skippers is mandatory. 

e. Racing days on 1st and 2nd June

f. Time of the warning signal for the first race each day will be 1000

g. The last warning signal on the last day of racing will not be later than 1530 except for the last race of a knockout series.

h. Prize-giving as soon as possible after sailing 

1.5 Boats will be  provided by the Organising Authority. They shall be deemed to conform to their class rules.

1.6 Spinnakers will not be used.

2. Rules.
2.1The event will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) , including Appendix D, Team Racing Rules and the Prescriptions of the ISA:

2.2 The ISAF Team Racing Call Book will apply.

2.3 Races will be umpired.

2.4 The Byelaws of Howth Yacht Club shall apply to all participants

2.5 RRS 14 shall be deemed to apply at all times whether racing or not and shall apply to all sailing boats involved in the event.

3 Entries.
3.1 This event is open to teams from Ireland and elsewhere. Teams wishing to compete should contact the Secretary of the Irish Team Racing Association (irishteamracing@gmail.com).

3.2 Teams wishing to enter shall pay a non-refundable entry deposit of €30 before 1st May 2013. Cheques or postal orders should be made payable to “Irish Team Racing Association”. Bank details for electronic payment will be provided on demand.

3.3 The number of entries will be limited to eight teams. Entries will be accepted in order of receipt of the pre-entry deposit. 

3.4 Decisions of Howth Yacht Club, assisted by the Irish Team Racing Association, about entry or eligibility shall not be cause for redress. This amends rules 62.1 and 63.1.

3.5 A team shall comprise 8 persons, who shall sail together in two boats, 4 to a boat. 

In addition to the entry deposit, the entry fee is €300 payable on submission of the entry form.

3.6 Communication between the OA and participants will be conducted primarily by e-mail. Each participant must provide the organisers with a working e-mail address.

4. Damage deposit and disclaimer.
Before going afloat for the first time each team shall lodge with the Organising Authority a Damage Deposit of €1,000.00. This shall be paid at registration and is by means of a credit card deposit. A scale of damage charges will be made available. In the event of damage being attributed to a boat being sailed by the team, the team may be required to restore the deposit to its original amount before the team will be  permitted to continue in the event.  Damage charges will not exceed €1,000.00 per incident. Unused damage deposits will be returned within 10 days after of the end of the event. Additionally before going afloat for the first time, every team shall lodge with the Organising Authority a signed Sailing Agreement.

5. Safety
A personal flotation device shall be worn at all times when afloat, except briefly while changing or adjusting clothing or personal equipment. Wet suits and dry suits are not personal flotation devices. The organising authority will not supply personal flotation devices.

6. Sailing Instructions.
6.1 Sailing Instructions will be available at registration.

6.2 The courses to be sailed will be designated or indicated in the sailing instructions.

7. Prizes
Prizes will be awarded at the discretion of the organising authority. The Irish Team Racing Association will select the leading Irish team (subject to eligibility requirements) to represent Ireland at any international 2K championship in 2013.

8 Registration and briefings
8.1 Teams must complete registration before going afloat.

8.2 Registration will take place at the Race Office in Howth Yacht Club beginning at 1000 on 31st May 2013 There will be a briefing for skippers each morning beginning at 0900. Attendance at the briefing is mandatory. 

9. Responsibility.
9.1 A boat is entirely responsible for her own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and nothing, whether in the Notice of Race or Sailing Instructions or anywhere else, reduces this responsibility.

9.2 It is for the boat to decide whether she is fit to sail in the conditions in which she will find herself. By leaving her mooring or, in the event of a crew change, by coming to the starting area the boat confirms that she is fit for those conditions and that her crew is competent to sail and compete in them.

9.3 Nothing done by the organisers can reduce the responsibility of the boat nor will it make the organisers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury however it may have been caused, as a result of the boat taking part in the racing. The organisers encompass everyone helping to run the race and the event, and include the organising authority, the race committee, the race officer, patrol boats and beachmasters and, for the purposes of this clause, the umpires.
