The Leinster Optimist Open Championships sponsored by Ulster Bank Wealth Management will take place under the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), I.S.A prescriptions, I.O.D.A.I. Class Rules and the Sailing Instructions. This is a Category A event. The Organising Authority for the event is HYC Events Ltd. 

Age Rule: 

Entry is open to all sailors born in 1987 or later. 

Venue & Date: 

The venue is Howth Yacht Club, Howth, Co. Dublin.

Main & Junior Fleets: - Saturday & Sunday, 20 & 21st July 2002

Registration & Measurement:    Friday    19th July  -  17.00 hrs - 21.30 hrs

                                                   Saturday 20th July  -  08.00 hrs - 11.00 hrs

Note:  Facilities for measurement will be limited so it is strongly recommended that measurements be completed before the event – contact your local Optimist Class Captain.

Number of Races: 

There will be a maximum of 3 races each day for each fleet.   Starting times will be 11.00 hrs on Saturday & 10.30 hrs on Sunday. 

Eligibility: 

· Competitors must be members of the ISA or their county's equivalent, and paid up members of IODAI, or their National Optimist organisation. The National event is open to all sailors who sail under the National letters IRL, are members of IODAI and normally sail in Irish waters.

· All competitors in the Main Fleet must hold a valid measurement certificate, which must be presented at registration. 

· The top six in any previous Irish National Championship may not sail in the Junior Event. 

· All competitors must have proof of valid insurance cover, as stated in the entry form. 

· Each competitor must bring his or her own lunch, packed in a suitable container, clearly marked with Sail No.  Food will be provided for competitors after racing each day. 

· Where applicable all Competitors' Boats must display the Sponsor's logo on the bow. The Logo will be available at registration. 

Insurance:

All competitors must have proof of valid (in date) insurance cover in accordance with IODAI minimum requirements (€1,250,000) and as stated on the Entry Form.  This should be available for inspection at registration if requested. 

Restrictions:

There will be no limit to the number of entries.

Race Time Table: 

The Championship Regatta will comprise a series of 5 races with one discard allowed, commencing on Saturday, 20th July. 

At the discretion of the Principle Race Officer up to 3 races may be sailed per day. 

The warning signal for the first race on Saturday will be at 11.00 hrs. The times of warning signals will be set out in the Sailing Instructions. Any changes to start times and or sailing instructions will be posted on the Championship Notice Board in accordance with the provisions of the Sailing Instructions. 

Entry Fee:

Entry Fee is €50.00.  Entry Forms must be received by 5th July 2002.  

All cheques should be made payable to HYC Events Ltd.  

Entry will not be accepted until full and final payment is received. 

Main Fleet entries received after that date will be subject to a late entry fee of €10.00.

Registration: 

On arrival at Howth please contact a Beachmaster who will direct where the dinghy is to be left and give instructions re road trailers.  

At registration competitors will receive the following: 

· Sailing Instructions

· IODAI Safety Requirements 

· Allocated boat-parking space. 

· Boat and trolley Identification Tags

· Tickets for sailing supper on Saturday & burgers on Sunday.

· Any other information as appropriate. 

At  registration all competitors will be required to produce a valid measurement certificate with current buoyancy endorsement and indicate that they hold suitable third party insurance for a minimum of €1,250,000.
