4. RULES:  

Racing will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing, the prescriptions of the ISA, the rules of the Optimist Class Association, the Sailing Instructions and any amendments thereto.  Yachts will not be included in results until a fully completed entry form together with correct entry fee is received.

5. ELIGIBILITY:  
The event is open to all Optimist sailors (defined as those under 15 on the 1st January 2004).  Entry fees are as stated on the Entry Form. 

6. SERIES:

There will NOT be a separate Regatta fleet. The series will comprise of three one-day events. 
7. REGISTRATION:

8. DINGHY PARK: 


Road trailers are not permitted in the Dinghy Park other than for delivery or collection of boats. It should be noted that any offending trailers will be removed and parked outside at the owner’s risk. Competitors may store their boats on the race day only

9. RACE & SCHEDULE:  The series is to be comprised of 9 races with a discard after 3, 6 & 9 races. Each organising Club reserves the right to adjust the Race Programme / Schedule in exceptional circumstances, adequate notice will be given.

10. PRIZE-GIVING:  
The overall prize-giving will take place after racing in the host yacht club.
